The proposal presents an organized, logical progression of ideas and describes how the] 20 35
research will be implemented, with timelines/milestones and proposed completion dates. Research Scholar Track applicants may address their research
design in this section, as appropriate.
Pote'n'tial Bgnefits: The project identifies potential benefits to the university. The project has the potential to advance knowledge and contribute to 10 10
specific, desired societal outcomes.
